☞ Digitization = Preservation

=   c. 12 300  documents (books, mss, prints, incunables…) 

☞ 4700 books = 40% of all objects in DONum

☞ 1900 prints, incl. 300 from the 16th century (Dürer, Cranach…) 

☞ 1000 mss, incl. 2 from the 9th century (Life of Charlemagne & Beda) 

☞ 552 incunable editions, almost all housed in ULiège Library
